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Magic in Marquez's
'Magic Realism'

Gabriel Garcia Marquez was a Colombian novelist, short-story writer, a
screenwriter who eventually is considered one of the most significant
authors of the 20" century. He once said, “A person does not die when he
should but when he can.” Had he truly meant it, he would have chosen to
die much later. However, death comes when it comes. Marquez is dead.
True, but who will carry the legacy of Marquez’s brand of magic realism
in the coming days? With Marquez’s leaving for eternity, there will be a
vacuum in magical realism writing. But, wait! He also taught us one
important lesson about the genre of magical realism and that is: to
develop your style and technique based on all that has happened in your
life rather than imitate.

The three common elements, found across many of his works are the
theme of solitude, the setting of a village called ‘Macondo’, and ‘La
Violencia’ (which refers to a brutal civil war between conservatives and
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liberals that lasted till the 1960s). No wonder these elements helped him
to create stories that would eventually chronicle a nation’s life, culture,
and history. By the time Garcia Marquez and his fellow members of “el
boom” in Latin-American fiction came to maturity, the re-emergence of
the fantastic heritage in fiction appeared no less revolutionary than the
region's politics. In a number of his works, he experimented with a less
traditional approach to reality. As a result, an unusual event has been
described rather too ordinarily. In his writings, there are the ingredients
of pure realism too. But for which one would you compliment him?
Realism or magic realism? Of course, we compliment him for his
thoughts, patterns, and techniques, for his type of magical realism. His
famous short story ‘Light is Like Water’ shows his type as a magical
realist writer. And the fascinating bit is that Marquez’s magical realism in
many places sprang out of bizarre incidents unfolding in ordinary
circumstances. Added to that is his deliberate use of folk tales, myth, and
history to entertain his readers by giving them the feel of realism which
seems more of Marquez’s realism than magical. The most talked-about
example in this regard (especially among students) is the physical and
spiritual ascension to heaven of a character while she is hanging the
laundry out to dry in One Hundred Years of Solitude. Well, there could be
endless hours of debate regarding the characteristics of Marquez’s magic
reality writings. But actually, it can be found in his quotes to be equally
realistic as magical. For instance, regarding marriage in his Love in the
Time of Cholera he writes: “The problem with marriage is that it ends
every night after making love, and it must be rebuilt every morning
before breakfast.” Look through the words and you'll find clear elements
of humor, satire, and magical elements in it. In another place of the same
book he says, “Wisdom comes to us when it can no longer do any good™.

In most cases, wisdom comes at such a time when there is little or no use
for it. Probably the funniest among all is about fiction, of which he says,
“Fiction was invented the day Jonah arrived home and told his wife that
he was three days late because he had been swallowed by a whale™, and
the cleverest one is perhaps: “One can be in love with several people at
the same time, feel the sorrow with each, and not betray any of them.”
The most critical Spanish-language author since Miguel de Cervantes,
Garcia Marquez’s powerful impact on the literary world will never be
forgotten for another reason: style. If you go through the books then you
are to notice that he is one of those who never stuck to a particular type
when it comes to writing. The magic of this is that one way or another he
was capable of creating a huge readership. There is even an important
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commentary by him that is worth mentioning: One does not choose the
style. You can investigate and try to discover what the best style would
be for a theme. But the style is determined by the subject, by the mood of
the times. If you try to use something that is not suitable, it just will not
work. Since they understand how to seduce their readers, maybe that is
why writers like him become masters. Take, for instance, the work No
One Writes to the Colonel where the novel's main characters are not
named, adding to the feeling of insignificance in an individual living in
Colombia. And the ‘Chronicle of a Death Foretold” is a queer
combination of journalism, realism, and a detective story. In the end,
Marquez may be remembered for his rare talent and contribution to the
literature world but that is too eerily similar to a saying of his death:
“Nothing resembles a person as much as the way he dies.”

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Albert Einstein:Life and Work

Albert Einstein was born in Ulm in Germany on 14 March 1879. His
father Hermann Einstein was an engineer. Einstein attended a Catholic
elementary school in Munich from the age of five for three years. At the
age of eight, he was transferred to the Luitpold Gymnasium, now known
as the Albert Einstein Gymnasium, where he received advanced primary
and secondary school education. Einstein excelled at mathematics and
physics from a young age. At 16, Einstein took the entrance
examinations from the Swiss Federal Polytechnic School in Zurich. He
failed to reach the required standard in the general part of the
examination but obtained exceptional grades in physics and
mathematics. At 17, he enrolled in the four-year mathematics and
physics diploma program at the Federal Polytechnic School. In 1900,
Einstein was awarded the diploma.

After graduating in 1900, Einstein spent almost two frustrating years
searching for a teaching post. He secured a job in Bern as a technical
assistant at the Swiss patent office. In 1905 Einstein completed his thesis
with Alfred Kleiner, Professor of experimental physics. As a result,
Einstein was awarded a Ph.D. by the University of Zurich with his
dissertation ‘A new determination of Molecular dimensions’.

By 1908, he was recognized as a leading scientist and was appointed
lecturer at the University of Bern. In 1909 he was appointed Associate
Professor at the University of Zurich. Einstein became a full Professor at
the German Charles Ferdinand University in Prague in 1911. He was
awarded the Nobel Prize in 1921 for his services to theoretical physics
and especially for his discovery of the Law of Photoelectric Effort. The
decision to give FEinstein the award was controversial because the
brilliant physicist was a Jew and a pacifist. Einstein was a Professor at
the University of Berlin for a time but fled Germany in 1933 during the
rise of Adolf Hitler. He renounced his German citizenship and moved to
the USA to become a professor of theoretical physics at Princeton
University becoming a US citizen in 1940.
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After he retired in 1945, Einstein spent most of his later years working on
a method to unify gravity and electromagnetism, what is known as a
unified field theory. The effort stumped the physicist who died of a burst
of a blood vessel near his heart on April 18, 1955.

Einstein’s body was cremated and their ashes were spread in an
undisclosed location. But the doctor performed an unauthorized
craniotomy before this and removed and saved Einstein’s brain. The
brain has been the subject of many tests over decades, which suggested
that it had extra folding in the gray matter.

Some of Albert Einstein’s most significant achievements are the
Quantum theory of light, the Special theory of relativity, the
Bose-Einstein condensate, the General theory of relativity, the
photoelectric effect, and Wave-particle duality. The equation E= mc2
showing the equivalence between mass and energy is perhaps the most
widely known aspect of Einstein’s work.
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C Programming Language

Do you know what programming is? If not, don't be worried, let me explain
it. Computer programming is a process that professionals used to write code
that shows how a computer application or software program performs. And
that is called the programming language. A programming language provides
a way for a programmer to express a task so that a computer could understand
and execute it. C is a powerful general-purpose programming language. It can
develop software like operating systems, databases, compilers, and many
more. C programming is the best language to learn for beginners.

Dennis McAllister Richie is an American computer scientist who created the
C programming language. He was the head of the Lucent Technologies
System Software Research Department when he retired in 2007. In 1967,
Richie began working at the Bell Labs Computing Sciences Research Center,
and in 1968 he defended his Ph.D. Thesis on "Computational Complexity and
Program Structure" at Harvard under the supervision of Patrick C. Fischer.
Sadly, Richie never received his Ph.D. officially. There was a requirement for
the degree since he did not submit a bound copy of his dissertation to the
Harvard Library, he could not receive the Ph.D officially.

To supplement assembly language with a system-level programming
language, Thompson (Ritchie's colleague) created B. Later, B was replaced
by C, created by Ritchie, who continued to contribute to the development of
UNIX and C for many years.

Nowadays, the C language is widely used in application, operating system,
and embedded system development and I have seen its effects in most
modern programming languages. C is a low-level language whose structures
closely translate into hardware instruction sets, though it is not tied to any
hardware - it makes it easy to write programs on any C-supported machine.
Moreover, C is a high-level language that performs construct mapping in the
data structure of the application.

One might say, C is the foundation of programming. If you know 'C', you can
easily grasp the knowledge of other programming languages that use the 'C'
concept.
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Following are the basic commands in the C programming language:

1.

#include<stdio.h> => This command includes standard input
output header file (stdio.h) from the C library before compiling
a C program.

int main() => This is the main function of the C program.
{ => Indicates the start of the main function.

/* some comments_*/ =>  Something written inside this
command inside a C program, it will not be considered for
compilation and execution.

printf(““Hello_ World! “); => This command prints the output on
the screen.

getch(); => This command is used for any character input from
the keyboard.

return O; => This command is used to close a C program (main
function) and it returns 0.

}  => And finally it is used to indicate the end of the main
function.

C is used in developing an operating system. Operating systems such as
Apple’s OS X, Microsoft’s Windows, and Symbian are developed using
the ‘C’ language. It is used for developing desktop as well as mobile
phone operating systems. It is a base language for many programming
languages. If you learn 'C' as the main language, it will play an important
role in reading other programming languages. It shares the same
concepts as data type, operator, control statement, and much more. 'C'
can be widely used in various applications. It provides a simple language
and fast functionality. There are a lot of jobs available for a ‘C’ developer
in the current market.

Culture controls human existence, social life, thought, behavior, etc. The
development of human instincts is due to the influence of culture. Man is
not born with culture but he has to acquire it. Culture is the main
indicator of a nation's progress and through this, it is recognized as a
distinct nation in the world.

Conversely, globalization is a process by which people all over the world
are economically, politically, and culturally interconnected. In the age of
globalization, the similarities between different societies are increasing,
but it is also particularly noteworthy that the very existence of local
cultures is under threat. In the 21st century, social organizations and
groups from different countries of the world are getting involved with
globalization.

The culture of the modern age has developed around the media. Books,
newspapers, radio, television, and movies have created modern culture.
Innovations have made the spread of the media fast and irresistible.

The source of globalization of culture is the empire of consumer goods,
culture, and media. According to Stuart Hall, the mass culture
development based on modern technology has been able to bridge the
linguistic gap and create a common utterance. Now the image that
culture and the media create can easily and instantly reach millions of
people.

Two processes are associated with cultural globalization. (A) The world
media has been concentrated in the hands of a few individuals and
organizations. The world's cultural norms determine what people around
the world will hear and see on radio, television, and cinema. (B) The
audience in front of these huge organizations is powerless and
speechless.

In the late 1960s, US media expert Herbert Schiller provided a scathing
analysis of the expanding media as the main weapon of imperialism.
According to him, the US military wanted to dominate the world.
Industrialists and businessmen wanted to capture the world market. The
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US military-industrialists have chosen the media as their tool in various
interests. This is what he described as the imperialism of the media. It
was the main tool of imperialism in the post-colonial era. In recent times,
cultural imperialism has attracted new attention. Many, including
cultural thinker Edward Saeed, have had important discussions on the
subject. Analyzing how the Persian Gulf War was portrayed in the
Western media, University of Pennsylvania media expert George
Gardner wrote, ‘“Past, present and future can now be packaged,
witnessed, and frozen into memorable moving imagery of instant history

. scripted, cast, directed and produced by the winners. " There are no
more opportunities, no more cultural alternatives beyond this victory
scene.

However, along with cultural globalization, local cultures are gaining
strength in places like Latin America or India. In this context, some
people think that it is less likely to develop a single common world
culture by destroying the local culture. Stuart Hall, a media expert, thinks
that local culture will change the world culture at the local level.
Sociologist Wallenstein also thinks that the prevention of world culture is
not creating harmony between consumer cultures through culture, but is
creating fragmentation.

Nonetheless, there is no denying that American culture has developed
around the world. Americanization is taking place in the field of culture,
two aspects of which are significant. The first is the development of a
brutal culture and the second is the triumph of sex. Violence and murder
on the one hand and sex on the other have become the main content of
movies and television.
